Rise in Chickenpox and Scarlet Fever 

We would like to draw your attention to the recent 

increase in routine childhood infectious diseases which 

are currently rising across the country and specifically in 

the South West.

• There is evidence of severe disease - for 

example, a child is admitted to hospital.
